Tournament 

 The officiating and scoring of the Beach Volley matches will be played by the team that lost 
the previous match.  

 Winner is the team that will win 2 sets of 21 points. 

 Each team is entitled to a time out in each set of 30 sec.  

 If a third set is required then it will end up to 15 points 

 The serving order changes every 7 points. 

 The scoring within the group follows the points system (win 2 points; loss 0 points). In the 
event of a draw between two teams, the deciding factor is first the better set ratio, then the 
better point ratio. 

 The interval between the sets will be no longer than 3 minutes.  
 
Ball 
 A Beach Volley GALA ball will be used, which is the official ball of all competitions 
 
Rules 
 

1. At the first round, the games will be played in groups of 4 round robin with 2 sets of 18 
points and a tie break of 15 points. Each team is entitled to a time out in each 30-inch set.  

2. The official FIVB regulations apply.  
3. The teams not playing at the time will provide the referees (one scorer and one referee); 

the finals will be overseen by referees from the Hellenic Volleyball Federation (HVF). 
4. The teams are requested to report to the tournament director 30 minutes before their first
